At Penrhiwceibr Primary, we seek to awaken a sense of wonder, fire the imagination and inspire learners to grow in knowledge, understanding and wisdom. We will encourage learners to engage with the most important issues facing humanity, including sustainability and social change. We aim to give learners a humanities curriculum which inspires them to become ethical, informed citizens of Wales and the world as well as becoming independent learners who can explore the use of different knowledge and skills through their learning.

We will incorporate geography, history, religion, value and ethics into our humanities journey; sharing many common themes, concepts and transferable skills. We will engage learners in real life experiences both inside and outside of school through carefully planned educational visits, visitors, experiments and exploration to enhance their learning. We will support learners to appreciate the extent to which they are part of a wider international community, fostering a sense of belonging that can encourage them to contribute positively to their communities. To ensure learners gain an understanding of the identities, landscapes and histories that come together to form their cynefin, we will allow them to develop a strong sense of their own identity and well-being, by developing an understanding of others’ identities and make connections with people, places and histories in their own localities and elsewhere in Wales, as well as in the wider world. 

We will allow learners to use different methods of enquiry,  evaluation and communication to develop their resilience, build independence and increase self confidence and self esteem through a range of experiences, in and outside the classroom, helping them become ambitious, capable learners, ready to learn throughout their lives. Opportunities will be provided to discuss and explore their personal perspectives on religious and non-religious worldviews, reflect upon the impact of their actions and those of others and social inclusion issues; whilst respecting and challenging a variety of worldviews both past and present. This will ensure learners become enterprising, creative contributors, ready to play a full part in life and work.
